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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to inform RAN2, RAN3, CT1, CT4 about SA2 progress of supporting Slice Groups and Network Slice priorities required for enabling RAN Slicing as per Work Item NR_Slice-Core.

SA2 confirmed confirms that the mapping of slice to the slice group is per TA, and slice group priority is sent to the UE over NAS message by the AMF. SA2 approved the attached CRs. The NSAG priorities may be derived at the UE by considered the S-NSSAI priorities for the S-NSSAIs in the configured NSSAI to the UE. this should be addressed in future meetings. The operator policy in setting the priorities, may need to be based on the S-NSSAI UE subscription information. 

A number of assumptions of how the attached CRs would impact the RAN2 and RAN3 specifications were discussed in SA2, but there were was no agreement to add these in this LS i.e. it is expected that how RAN2 and RAN3 progresses their specifications is under RAN WGs responsibility. 

However, SA2 would like to remindsemphasize that the support of network sharing is required for all features unless agreed otherwise at SA plenary level, so an optional PLMN index indication or a similar concept should be considered to be added as part of the slice group format in SIB.

For your information in SA2 the slice group is called referred as NSAG (Network Slice AS Group).

SA2 has discussed the storage requirements in the UE and suggest this it is UE UE-implementation based whether to store the configuration for more than one PLMN and the UE may store the configuration for equivalent PLMNs. A UE configuration should at least support storing 16 32 NSAGs and its priorities in a PLMN configuration, noting at most four NSAGs can have an optional TAI associated with it (whether the TAC alone is sufficient in the UE configuration per PLMN can be decided by CT1 as the PLMN ID of TAI is implied by the fact the configuration is per PLMN).
