Solution #X: N3IWF selection for Onboarding UEs for SNPN
6.X.1
Description

TR 23.700-08 already captures the Solution 2 for N3IWF selection which proposed to refer TS 23.501 Clause 6.3.6.2a. This solution 2 will only work when UEs will have either N3IWF identifier configuration or Non-3GPP access node selection information.

This paper proposes solution for Onboarding UEs which does not have any configuration apart from the default credential to be provided with N3IWF identifier configuration and Non-3GPP access node selection information for N3IWF selection.
The following are the main principles of the solution:

· Provisioning Server will have N3IWF identifier configuration and Non-3GPP access node selection information.

· Onboarding UEs will receive these N3IWF related information through remote provisioning (Either through SNPN or PLMN as ONN as per existing clause 5.30.2.10.4 of TS 23.501[3]).
· Onboarding UEs will use Solution 2 to select N3IWF and proceed with registration.

PVS will have N3IWF identifier configuration and Non-3GPP Access node selection information.

The UE receives N3IWF identifier configuration and Non-3GPP AN selection information from PVS through remote provisioning via ONN as in clause 5.30.2.10.4 of TS 23.501 [3].

The UE selects one N3IWF using Solution 2.
4-5. UE completes the registration procedure and get services from SNPN CN as in clause 4.12.2.2 of TS 23.502 [4].

Impacts on Existing Nodes and Functionality
This solution may have the following impacts to existing entities and interfaces:
6.3.6.2a of TS 23.501:
-    If the UE determines that it is located in the country where the configured N3IWF is located, then the UE uses the configured N3IWF FQDN and Non-3GPP access node selection information to select an N3IWF deployed in the SNPN.
5.39.1 of TS 23.501:
-    If the UE's subscribed network (i.e. HPLMN, or subscribed SNPN) may provide functionalities to provision or update the credentials used for NSSAA, credentials used for secondary authentication/authorization or N3IWF identifier configuration and Non-3GPP Access Node selection information to the UE. The provisioning procedure is supported via User Plane.
