Solution #X: Updating UE’s behaviour of rejected slice due to not supported in RA
6.X.1
Description

This paper proposes solution where network can help UE so that it can request the slices which was earlier rejected because of “not supported in RA” while still being inside of the RA.
The following are the main principles of the solution:

· During registration procedures network provides some slices in the allowed list and some slices in the rejected list. The slices which are uniformed supported in all the TAs of RA are put into allowed list whereas the slices which are not supported either in the present TA where UE is located or some of the other TAs of RA are put into rejected list.

· This solution proposes for network to provide the information about the rejected S-NSSAIs supported in the TAs which are part of RA to UE in the registration accept message.
· When UE moves from one to another TA part of the same RA and finds that the earlier rejected NSSAI is supported in this new TA then it can initiate the Mobility registration request by putting the slice into requested NSSAI
Scenario: (The rejected slice is not supported in current TA of the RA)

Requested S-NSSAI: S1, S2, S3,

Allowed NSSAI: S1, S2
Rejected NSSAI: S3
Reject cause: “Slice is not supported in the current registration area:

Registration RA: TA1, TA2, TA3

Additional information (rejected slice supported in TAs of RA): S3 in TA2 and TA3

Hence when UE moves to tracking area TA2 or TA3, if it wants then it may send the slice S3 in the requested S-NSSAI while still present within the RA. Here AMF while handling this registration request, may formulate a new RA.
