When one or more S-NSSAI(s) are associated with NSAG(s), the UE may perform Network Slice based cell reselection as described in TS 38.300 [27], TS 38.304 [50] and TS 24.501 [47].

During the Registration procedure, the UE Configuration Update procedure or Service Request procedure, the AMF may provide network based NSAG priorities to the UE (as part of the NSAG Information), and indicate whether the UE is allowed to change the network based NSAG priorities for Network Slice based cell reselection. The UE uses the network based NSAG priorities for Network Slice based cell reselection, and the UE NAS may change the priorities if allowed by the AMF for the following case:
