SP-211646 WT#3.5 says:


At SA2 #149e, Key Issue #7 was agreed. Much of the discussion on this topic took place in the S2-2200366 email thread and the current Key Issue #7 text amounts to a direct copy of the SID objective.

The current text could be interpreted to mean that SA2 is only going to study what jitter requirement can be captured in policies, how the AF can provision these policies, and how PCC rules can be extended to capture jitter requirements.
This proposal is simply to add a sentence to clarify that SA2 should also study how the jitter information is used.

Key Issue #7: Policy enhancements for jitter minimization
5.7.1
Description

This key issue intends to study policy enhancements to minimize jitter for QoS flows supporting XR and media services. XR and media services are mainly targeting scenarios such as cloud gaming, cloud AR/VR applications. For XR and media services, it is necessary to minimize jitter as jitter is one of the factors that influence the user experience of XR/media services.
The following aspects need to be studied:

Potential policy enhancements to minimize the jitter, focusing on i.e. requirement provisioning from AF, extension of PCC rule.
