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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution discusses deployment scenarios for SFC and proposes a conclusion. 
Discussion 
The solutions in the TR assume different kinds of deployments. To facilitate further discussion and evaluation it is useful to consult the stage 1 requirements in TS 22.261 to determine what deployment models are to be supported. The relevant requirements are copied below (underlines have been added):

-    The network operator shall be able to define and modify service function chaining policies for steering traffic on per application per UE basis through required service function chaining with ordered service functions to improve the user’s QoE.

-    Service function chaining shall provide suitable means for authorized third parties to request a chain of service functions provided by the network operator based on operator’s service function chaining policies.

-    Service function chaining shall support deployments where the Hosted Services are provided by the operator and deployments where the Hosted Services are provided by a third party.

-    The service function management shall allow the operator to create, modify, and delete a service function based on operator’s service function chaining policies.

-    The service function management shall allow the operator to create, configure, and control a chain of service functions per application and its users on per UE basis based on operator’s policy or request from third parties.

-    The service function management shall be able to manage service function chaining for deployments where the Hosted Services are provided by the operator and for deployments where the Hosted Services are provided by a third party.
Definitions from TS 22.261:

· Hosted Service: a service containing the operator's own application(s) and/or trusted third-party application(s) in the Service Hosting Environment, which can be accessed by the user.

· Service Hosting Environment: the environment, located inside of 5G network and fully controlled by the operator, where Hosted Services are offered from.

Observation 1: The stage 1 requirements all assume that the SFC and SFC policies are provided and managed by the operator. 
Observation 2: Hosted Services (i.e. applications, SFs) can be provided by operator or 3rd party, but they are assumed to be deployed in the 5GC network in an environment fully controlled by the operator. 
Proposal

It is proposed to capture this in TR 23.700-18:

Based on stage 1 requirements in TS 22.261 [6], the SFC and SFC policies are provided and managed by the 5GC operator. SFs (Hosted Services) can be provided by 5GC operator or 3rd party but they are assumed to be deployed in an environment fully controlled by the operator. Solutions where the SFC domain and SFs are assumed to be deployed in an environment outside of operator control (e.g. in the DN) are not considered for normative work.
