1. Discussions
The following principles are proposed to be agreed based on evaluation in S2-2205811.

Aspect#1 UE in limited-service state (LSM) act as Relay
[Proposal#1] It is proposed to conclude that a 5G ProSe Relay enabled UE acting as Relay has a normal registration, and UE in limited-service state (LSM) shall not act as Relay. Note that a UE with a normal registration can be in Non-Allowed Area.

Aspect#2 Relay announce emergency support

Aspect#3 Remote UE aware of Relay’s emergency support

[Proposal#2#3] It is proposed to adopt that RSC dedicated for emergency service is used.

Aspect#5 L2 Relay inform NW of emergency or of no emergency (i.e. emergency completed)

[Proposal#5] It is proposed to clarify that the L2 Relay UE needs to get prioritized handling for emergency service from the Remote UE

Aspect#6 Emergency call back
[Proposal#6] It is proposed to agree that emergency call back need to be considered.
Aspect#7 P-CSCF address from Relay UE to Remote UE

[Proposal#7] It is proposed that the L3 Remote UE can use DHCP to obtain P-CSCF address for emergency service.

Aspect#8 Emergency number sent from Relay UE to Remote UE

 [Proposal#8] It is proposed that the Relay UE need to provide the emergency number to Remote UE if the preconfigured emergency number may not work in some cases.

Key Issue #7: Support of Emergency for UE-to-Network Relaying
For Key Issue #7: Support of Emergency for UE-to-Network Relaying, the followings are taken as conclusion:

-
5G ProSe Relay enabled UE acting as Relay has a normal registration, and UE in limited service state (LSM) shall not act as Relay.

NOTE: 5G ProSe Relay enabled UE acting as Relay with a normal registration can be in Non-Allowed Area.

-
RSC dedicated for emergency service is used by both 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay UE and Remote UE during discovery.

-
To ensure the prioritized handling of the emergency service from the L2 Remote UE, the L2 Relay UE needs to get prioritized handling in the L2 Relay UE’s serving AMF to avoid being kicked out during congestion.
-
Need to support Emergency call back for Remote UE require further investigation.
-
For Layer-3 UE to Network Relaying, the Remote UE obtains P-CSCF address from the Relay UE via DHCP.
-
For both Layer-2 and Layer-3 UE to Network Relaying, the Relay UE may provide the emergency number(s) to the Remote UE. In which scenarios this may be needed needs further consideration.
