Key Issue #5: Support of multi-path transmission for UE-to-Network Relay
For Key Issue #5 (Support of multi-path transmission for UE-to-Network Relay), the followings conclusions are given:

-
Multi-path transmission is applicable for: Layer-3 Remote UE without N3IWF, Layer-3 Remote UE with N3IWF, and Layer-2 Remote UE
-
ATSSS feature can be used to support multi-path transmission for Layer-3 Remote UE with N3IWF.
-
Dual Connectivity based multi-path transmission can be used for Layer-2 Remote UE; and two redundant PDU Sessions are established on one path directly to NG-RAN and another path through Layer-2 UE-to-Network Relay to NG-RAN to transfer the data for the ProSe Services
-
Multi-Path preference could be added in URSP; and UE evaluates the matched URSP rule for application traffic and decides whether to use Multi-Path PDU Session.
