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The procedure for management of access and mobility related policy information depending on usage monitoring enables modification of the access and mobility related policy information on accumulated usage.
The content of this clause applies to non-roaming i.e. to cases where the involved entities (e.g. PCF, SMF and UPF) belong to the home PLMN. For this case, the procedure for management of aceess and mobility related policy information in clause 4.16.14.2 can be reused with the following change.
-	In step 3, the PCF for the UE determines that access and mobility related policy information (e.g. RFSP index value) depends on the report of usage monitoring, then subscribes to the BSF to be notified when a PCF for the PDU Session for this SUPI is registered in the BSF by invoking Nbsf_Management_Subscribe (SUPI).
-	In step 6, the PCF for the UE subscribes to notifications of event " reporting accumulated usage for AM policies decision " as defined in clause 6.1.3.18 in TS 23.503 [20], using Npcf_PolicyAuthorization_Subscribe (UE address, EventId, EventFilter set to "list of UE Identifiers") to the PCF for the PDU Session to the DNN, S-NSSAI.
-	In step 7, the PCF installs PCC Rules and the Policy Control Request Trigger to detect "usage monitoring report" in the SMF.
-	In step 8, the SMF detects that the Policy Control Request Trigger is met, then reports the accumulated usage to the PCF serving the PDU Session.
-	In step 9, EventInformation including the Usage Monitoring Control related information.
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
