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Abstract of the contribution: The contribution proposes interim conclusions for KI#1.
1. Introduction
In TR 23.700-47, Solution #1, #3-#6, #18-#23 and #26 address KI#1 "Multicast MBS data reception in RRC Inactive state" on the following aspects:
-
Whether, how and what MBS assistance information to provide from 5GC to RAN for an MBS session allowing UEs in CM-CONNECTED with RRC Inactive state to receive MBS content, including the aspect which 5GC NF(s) determine the MBS assistance information and how they do so;

-
Whether and how to enhance the current procedures (including mobility related procedures) for MBS session with member UEs in RRC Inactive state.

Interim conclusions are proposed based on evaluation of these solutions in other contributions.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.700-47.

Key Issue #1: Multicast MBS data reception in RRC Inactive state
The interim conclusions for KI#1 "Multicast MBS data reception in RRC Inactive state" are as follows:
-
The following assistance information are provided from 5GC to NG-RAN to assist the NG-RAN on deciding whether or not to put the UE in RRC Inactive state for multicast MBS session reception:
-
UE session priority, i.e. the priority level of a UE within an MBS session.
-
MBS session priority.
-
Whether the transmission to UEs in RRC Inactive state is allowed for specific multicast MBS service(s).
-
UE capability and preference for multicast reception in RRC Inactive state.
-
The MB-SMF provides the following assistance information to the NG-RAN via the AMF, based on information from the AF:
-
MBS session priority.

-
Whether the transmission to UEs in RRC Inactive state is allowed for specific multicast MBS service(s).
-
The AF may decide to enable or disable the transmission to UEs in RRC Inactive state for specific multicast MBS service(s) based on the analytics information from the NWDAF.
-
The SMF provides the following assistance information to the NG-RAN via the AMF:
-
UE session priority, which is stored in the UDM a part of MBS subscription data during External Parameter Provisioning procedures.
-
UE capability and preference for multicast reception in RRC Inactive state, which is sent by the UE during registration procedure.
-
The UE in RRC Inactive state may stay in RRC Inactive state (i.e. not be moved to RRC Connected state) to receive multicast data, upon MBS session activation;
-
Paging cause (e.g. for MBS session activation or release) can be included in the paging message and sent to the UE.
-
The UE can initiate MBS session join or leave during Mobility Registration Update procedure by including an MBS session container in the Registration Request message.

Coordination with RAN WGs is needed before final conclusion.
