NOTE:	Whether there is any enhancement on CAG cell will be determined by RAN group.
-	A UE, that supports CAG as indicated as part of the UE 5GMM Core Network Capability, may be pre-configured or (re)configured with the CAG information, included in the subscription, e.g. Allowed CAG list, as described in 5.30.3 of TS 23.501:
-	Network and cell (re-)selection, and access control is performed as in 5.30.3.4 of TS 23.501.
