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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks for CT1 LS on the NSSRG restriction on pending NSSAI. SA2 answers the question as follows:

Question: Should the UE take the S-NSSAIs in the Pending NSSAI into account when applying NSSRG restrictions in the Requested NSSAI?

SA2 Answer: Yes, the UE should considers the S-NSSAI in Pending NSSAI as an S-NSSAI requested by the UE and therefore the UE considers the S-NSSAIs in the Pending NSSAI in order to apply the NSSRG restrictions.

It was discussed that NSSAA may take a “long” time to complete, but as that would be an abnormal scenario SA2 assume CT1 has the responsibility to take care of such scenario. For example, CT1 could specify AMF logic to check NSSRG compatibility after NSSAA been executed and then let AMF execute UCU/CUC by either adding S-NSSAI from NSSAA in Allowed NSSAI or Rejected NSSAI as required (which may then require UE logic to locally remove the S-NSSAI from Pending NSSAI in the UE). 

SA2 agreed the attached CRs.
No. The NSSRG information is provided together with the Configured NSSAI. The UE only includes in the Requested NSSAI S-NSSAIs that share a common NSSRG. The UE shall not include in the Requested NSSAI any of the S-NSSAIs from the Pending NSSAI the UE stores.
