There’re 4 solutions address to the key issue #1, all the solutions indicate to introduce new function(s) in 5GC side for managing the PIN. There’re solutions address to other key issues imply to not introduce new function(s) but only enhance the existing NF (e.g., UDM, AMF) for managing the PIN.
Solution #0A proposes that the new function, i.e., PINCTRL, is NF, and the interaction between PEMC/PEGC and the PINCTRL is over NAS.
Solution #0B proposes that the new functions include a NF, i.e., P-NF, and a 3rd party AF, i.e., P-AF, and the interaction between PEMC/PEGC and the P-NF is over NAS. Considering NAS protocol is not more flexible than other protocols, e.g., HTTP(S), the P-NF is designed to only support limited function set.
Solution #0C proposes the new function, i.e., PINMF, is a NF or an AF, and the interaction between PEMC/PEGC and the PINMF is over 5GS user plane, so there will be no NAS impact for PIN management and communication, the impact on NAS is only for policy and parameters provisioning.
Solution #D proposes the new function, i.e., PIN Application Server, is a 3rd party AF, so there will be no NAS impact for PIN management and communication, and the impact on NAS is only for policy and parameters provisioning.
