Discussion and conclusion:
Confirmed Approved.

S2-2207831 (WID NEW) New WID: MBS support for V2X services (TEI18_MBS4V2X) (LG Electronics)
Discussion and conclusion:
Revision of S2-2205690r02. Confirmed Approved.

S2-2207833 (WID NEW) Multiple location report for MT-LR Immediate Location Request for the regulatory service (Ericsson, T-Mobile USA)
Discussion and conclusion:
Revision of S2-2205814r02. Confirmed Approved.

S2-2206100 (WID NEW) New TEI18 on the Support of Qos Monitoring also in the Non 3GPP access (N3IWF/TNGF) case (Nokia, Nokia Shanghai Bell, Broadcom)
Discussion and conclusion:
Additional supporting companies should be added. Intel commented that the draft CRs only deal with trusted and untrusted access and the TU budget should reflect the work needed. Nokia proposed that 0.25 TU could be added to the existing 0.5 if considered necessary. The supporting companies should be confirmed given that this does not cover Wireline access. There were insufficient supporting companies for this and S2-2206100 was noted and S2-2207834 was withdrawn.

S2-2207835 (WID NEW) New WID on Dynamically Changing AM Policies in the 5GC Phase 2 (TEI18 _DCAMP_Ph2) (China Telecom, China Unicom, ZTE, vivo, CATT, Inspur, Huawei, Spreadtrum Communications, InterDigital)
Discussion and conclusion:
Revision of S2-2206740r03. Confirmed Approved.

S2-2206944 (WID NEW) New WID: TEI18_REFLQOS Improving Reflective QoS Control Indication (Apple)
Discussion and conclusion:
Huawei reported that there are problems agreeing the proposed solution in the study, so this should not be approved at this time. S2-2206944 was then noted and S2-2207836 was withdrawn.

Company requests to reconsider WIDs:
S2-2205602 (WID NEW) IPv6 Prefix Delegation in 5GS (Ericsson)
Discussion and conclusion:
Ericsson proposed r01 in the CC#5 folder. This updates the objectives following the discussion held on this.  Qualcomm clarified that the correction resolved their issue. r01 was agreed and revised to S2-2207884, which was approved.

S2-2205471 (WID NEW) Secondary DN Authentication and authorization in EPC IWK cases (Nokia, Nokia Shanghai Bell, Orange, Vodafone)
Discussion and conclusion:
Ericsson proposed r02 and asked whether MediaTek could now accept this as there were a number of supporting companies which also need to be added. MediaTek confirmed they did not object to this. MediaTek and Deutsch Telekom and asked to be added as supporting companies. r02 was agreed and revised to S2-2207885, which was approved.

S2-2205873 (WID NEW) TEI18 on enhancement of application detection event exposure (China Mobile, Telecom Italia, China Unicom, Asiainfo, CATT, China Telecom, Huawei)
Discussion and conclusion:
China Mobile asked whether this can now be reconsidered as there had only been one issue raised by Orange to r02 and proposed r05 after the revisions deadline. Orange reported that they have concerns but would not object to this. r05 was agreed and revised to S2-2207886, which was approved.

S2-2206003 (WID NEW) NSSRG in EPS (Samsung, Nokia, Nokia Shanghai Bell, Interdigital, LG Uplus)
Discussion and conclusion:
Samsung commented that there are 6 supporting companies and only an objection from Orange at the end of the comments period. Orange commented that they do not think this is useful, but would not object to the WID if there are no other operators with concerns. MediaTek asked to clarify how many different TEI proposals will be made for Slicing in Rel-18, or to set a limit to them. Deutsche Telekom raised a concern over the need for this WID. With Orange and Deutsche Telekom objecting to this, this then remained noted.

Discussion and conclusion:
S2-2205829r02 was originally revised to S2-2207777. Ericsson commented that the note was unrelated to the CR, so r02 is acceptable, but only without the note. Vivo replied that the note is considered necessary. Ericsson replied that Vivo can create their own CR to add this note which is unrelated to this CR. Ericsson suggested considering again r00, which had not received an objection. S2-2205829 was then noted and S2-2207777 was withdrawn.

S2-2206886r11 was originally revised to S2-2207798. Qualcomm suggested reinstating the first Editor's Note and adding another one. Tencent commented that there is no need for the additional Editor's Note, as this question has been answered. Vivo asked for clarification of the base version used. Qualcomm replied that r11 was used as it was more acceptable. Vivo asked to revert to r10 which contains the information in the Editor's Note. Qualcomm proposed r10 keeping the first Editor's Note and replacing the second Editor's note. It was clarified that this removes the Jitter part. There was no agreement on this and S2-2206886 was noted and S2-2207798 was withdrawn.

Please note that backoff timer he's questioning is widely used in 3GPP, and in addition the solution in this paper can improve the service experience of legacy UEs, which is not well addressed with the existing solutions in the TR.

Huazhang (vivo) agree with OPPO that UE reports the unsupported URSP rules is more valuable, and if the UE is 3GPP UE, and we still have the different understanding of whether UE not enforce URSP rules or the error situaiton. So, this needs time to have more discussion, because the UE is 3GPP UE, whether exists abnormal situation is FFS.
Changhong (Intel) believes Q0 has been covered by Q4 Option B and doubts the need of asking Q1 instead.
Haiyang (Huawei) share similar view as Jicheol (Samsung) , suggest to remove SoH Q3 (user consent).
Changhong (Intel) updated the SoH questions for KI#2.
Josep (DT) requests the word 'supported' to be removed. The word is not part of the text of KI#2
