Key Issue #3: Support direct communication path switching between PC5 and Uu (i.e. non-relay case)
For Key Issue #3 (Support direct communication path switching between PC5 and Uu (i.e. non-relay case)), the followings conclusions are given:

-
A path permission policy is used to indicate which path(s) is permitted for all or specific ProSe services (i.e. PC5 permitted, or Uu permitted, or both PC5 and Uu permitted).
NOTE: The unified path permission policy is applicable for both communication path switching and selection; the path selection description in TS 23.304 needs some modification to adopt this unified path permission policy.

-
The path permission policy can be (pre)configured in the UE or provided by the PCF.
-
Two UEs which are communicating in one of PC5 path and Uu path can negotiate ProSe services or PC5/Uu QoS flows to be switched to another path. Path switching will be performed between PC5 and Uu communication path based on the negotiation result.
-
Switching back to PC5 path from Uu path by maintaining the unicast link can be optionally supported by UE.
