Conclusions for KI #3: Support of Redundant traffic Steering Mode (RSM)
A Redundant Steering Mode (RSM) shall be defined in the normative phase, which supports the following features:

1)
The RSM can work in two modes: static mode or dynamic mode.

a)
Static RSM: the primary/secondary access and the duplication factor is decided by the CN and indicated in the ATSSS/N4 rules. In this mode, no duplication criteria are provided to the UE/UPF.

b)
Dynamic RSM: the primary/secondary access and the duplication factor are dynamically decided by the UE/UPF based on duplication criteria provided by the CN in the ATSSS/N4 rules.

In case of static RSM, the SMF in the CN can trigger the usage of static RSM based on the procedures described in clause 6.6.3:

Option 1: Re-usage of UE Requested PDU Session Establishment with Network Modification to MA PDU. 
Option 2: Modification of AF session setup and PDU Session Establishment procedures.
