3	Justification
To get more reliable UE location information, e.g. for regulatory services (e.g. emergency and lawful interception), consecutive location estimates for a target UE would be required to be obtained. 
[bookmark: _Hlk107493462]To get consecutive location estimates for a target UE, Periodic Deferred Location Request procedure specified in clause TS 23.273 can be used. However, the existing periodic deferred location requirements are more suitable for cLBS and should keep separated from regulatory services.
Additionally, due to its complexity and extensive impact to the system (all the nodes involved in LCS are impacted), the Deferred Location Request procedure are not (to be) adopted by the operator for regulatory services, and there is a need to look into alternative which is less complex and has minimal system impact.
