Conclusion for Key Issue #1&2
The following aspects are concluded as principles for the normative work:
· The AF provides the group treatment requirement for a group of flows. AF also provides separate flow level QoS requirement for each flow as legacy. The group treatment requirement includes: group ID, joint delay fulfilment requirement, handling together indication. 
· The joint delay fulfilment requirement includes the delay difference threshold among service data flows of the same group. 
· The handling together indication indicates the group of flows are required to be setup together. 
· The flows in the same group may target to one or multiple UEs. When the flows in the same group targets to multiple UEs, the group ID shall be provided.
· PCF configures PCC rule for each flow of a group as legacy and perform group handling for the flow group based on group treatment requirement from the AF

· If joint delay fulfilment is required, the PCF configures the PCC rules to guarantee the delay budget difference among service data flows of the group no larger than the delay difference threshold, 
· If handling together is required, QoS if PCC rule(s) for partial flow(s) are rejected by the SMF, release the PCC rule(s) for the leftover flow(s) in the same the group.
