1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _Hlk46758011]SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS. SA2 have discussed it and has agreed the attached CR to address the problem that was identified by CT1. 

SA2 has already clarified earlier in TS 23.501 CR 3659 that the UE shall have at most one emergency PDU session, but the existing emergency PDU session can be transferred from one Access Type to another. The SMF requirement in TS 23.501 clause 5.16.4.9 is intended to prevent the UE from establishing a parallel emergency PDU session. As it was discovered that the SA2 specification is in conflict with the CT1 and CT4 specifications in the same area, SA2 has aligned the stage 2 with the stage 3 requirements in the attached CR. 

SA2 would like to re-use the already specified error handling by which the SMF shall consider a new PDU Session establishment request as a request to remove the existing PDU Session and to establish a new one as requested by the UE. If the SMF receives PDU Session establishment request from the same UE on the same PDU Session ID, according to TS 29.502, the SMF shall already locally delete the old PDU Session and proceed with the new request. 

The attached CR on TS 23.501 re-uses the same already existing mechanism to enforce that the maximum number of one emergency PDU Session per UE is not exceeded with one exception. The difference from the normal error handling case is that establishment of new emergency PDU session overrides possibly existing old PDU Session irrespective of the PDU Session ID.
