SA2 is progressing Rel-18 FS_5G_ProSe_Ph2 in TR 23.700-33.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]During the study for KI#7 (Support of Emergency for UE-to-Network Relaying) in Layer-2 UE-to-Network relay aspect, to be exempted from NAS release initiated by Relay AMF (e.g., due to congestion control) which makes the Relay UE enter CM-IDLE state causing the emergency service interruption for Remote UE, SA2 has discussed a potential method that let NG-RAN inform the Relay AMF about the emergency indication for Remote UE when the NG-RAN detects the operations for emergency service from the Remote UE (as proposed in Sol#45 of TR23.700-33).
For the above process proposed to NG-RAN, SA2 would like to know its feasibility and have the following 2 questions:
SA2 Question 1: Whether the NG-RAN is able to recognize the operations for emergency service from the Remote UE?

SA2 Question 2: If the answer to Q1 is yes, whether it is feasible that the NG-RAN informs the Relay AMF about the emergency indication for Remote UE when the NG-RAN detects the operations for emergency service from the Remote UE?
