Conclusions for Key Issue #1
The following conclusions are agreed for scenario 1b and 1c:
When a network slice or network slice instance is not available in the scenario 1b or 1c, the 5GC needs to support network initiated re-mapping the existing PDU session to another S-NSSAI and corresponding network slice instance. The solution needs to ensure the slice service continuity and the new S-NSSAI and network slice instance can fulfil the SLA after the re-mapping.
The PCF determines the new S-NSSAI for the PDU session based on the SM policy, the network slice SLA and UE information e.g. allowed NSSAI, and indicates SMF to update the PDU session to associate with the new S-NSSAI. In this case, the procedure may be triggered by the notifications by AMF, SMF or NWDAF in different scenarios.
