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1. Overall Description:
CT1 is discussing the applicability of the NSSRG restriction over different access types as specified in below text quoted from TS 23.501. CT1 has reached the consensus that the requested NSSAI across different access types over the same PLMN shall share common NSSRG value(s) and this restriction applies to both the UE and the network sides. However, no consensus was reached on whether this restriction is also applicable to the requested NSSAI across different access types over different PLMNs.

"At any time, a UE supporting subscription-based restrictions to simultaneous registration of network slices feature and that has received NSSRG information together with the Configured NSSAI shall only request S-NSSAIs, across all Access Type(s), that share one or more common NSSRG.
NOTE:	In Requested NSSAI across all Access Type(s), the UE needs to include S-NSSAIs that share at least one common NSSRG."
Hence, CT1 would like to ask following questions:

Question #1: Shall the Requested NSSAI across different access types over different PLMNs share common NSSRG value(s)?

Question #2: If the answer of Question #1 is yes, how does the network (i.e. different AMFs in different PLMNs) enforce the common NSSRG value(s) restriction on the Requested NSSAI?
