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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses RSC for UE-to-UE relaying.
Discussion
Originally, Relay Service Code (RSC) was defined for EPS UE-to-Network relaying and in TS 23.303 as below. 

Relay Service Code: A Relay Service Code is used to identify a connectivity service the ProSe UE-to-Network Relay provides, and the authorized users the ProSe UE-to-Network Relay would offer service to, and may select the related security policies or information e.g. necessary for authentication and authorization between the Remote UE and the ProSe UE-to-Network Relay. The definition of values of Relay Service Code is out of scope of this specification.

The above RSC defined in TS 23.303 is referred by 5GS UE-to-Network relaying specified in Rel-17.
RSC is needed for UE-to-UE relaying.

Question is whether the RSC defined for UE-to-Network relaying can be re-used for UE-to-UE relaying. This is because the current RSC reads only related to UE-to-Network relaying, using RSC also for UE-to-UE relaying is not aligned with the current definition of RSC. This aspect has not been discussed during the 5G_ProSe_Ph2 study.

Observation: The current RSC cannot be applied for the case of UE-to-UE relaying according to its definition described in TS 23.303.

Two options can be considered.
Option#1) Defining new RSC for U2U relaying.

New RSC for U2U relaying (shortly U2U RSC) can be defined as below.

UE-to-UE Relay Service Code: A UE-to-UE Relay Service Code is used to identify a connectivity service the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay provides, and the authorized users the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay would offer service to. The definition of values of UE-to-UE Relay Service Code is out of scope of this specification.

Option#2) Extending the definition of RSC for U2U relaying.

The current RSC definition can be extended/updated to cover the case of UE-to-UE relaying as below.
Relay Service Code: A Relay Service Code is used for the case of UE-to-Network Relay as well as for the case of UE-to-UE Relay. The definition for the case of UE-to-Network Relay is in TS 23.303 [3]. For the case of UE-to-UE Relay, the Relay Service Code is used to identify a connectivity service the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay provides, and the authorized users the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay would offer service to. The definition of values of Relay Service Code for the case of UE-to-UE Relay is out of scope of this specification.
Proposal: It is proposed to discuss and decide which option is appropriate and preferred between Option#1 and Option#2.
Proposal

Based on the decision, one of the following CRs to TS 23.304 can be taken for normative work:
For Option#1) S2-2300386: RSC for UE-to-UE relaying
For Option#2) S2-2300387: RSC definition update for UE-to-UE relaying
FYI, to add Relay Service Code to the list of the terms defined in TS 23.303, in clause 3 (seems this is missing from Rel-17 TS 23.304), the following CRs to TS 23.304 were submitted to AI#8.8:

S2-2300376 (Rel-17 Cat F): Adding RSC as term defined in TS 23.303

S2-2300377 (Rel-18 Cat A): Adding RSC as term defined in TS 23.303
If we decide to take Option#2, S2-2300377 (Rel-18 Cat A) is not needed due to RSC definition update for UE-to-UE relaying as proposed in S2-2300387.
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
