The network may support multicast MBS session delivery to UEs in CM-CONNECTED with RRC Inactive state. The UEs supporting multicast MBS session reception in CM-CONNECTED with RRC Inactive state can receive multicast MBS session data based on configuration of NG-RAN as specified in TS 38.300 [9].
The 5GC may provide additional assistance information to help NG-RAN determine whether to apply multicast MBS session delivery to UEs in RRC Inactive state for a multicast MBS session and which UE(s) to be moved to RRC Inactive state.
The assistance information for multicast MBS session delivery to UEs in RRC Inactive state includes:
-	QoS parameters (e.g. ARP, 5QI) of the QoS flow(s) in the multicast MBS session as defined in clause 6.6, as MBS session level assistance information for the NG-RAN to decide to which MBS sessions to apply multicast MBS session delivery to UEs in RRC Inactive state;
-	optionally, per multicast MBS session, which UEs are preferred to be kept in RRC Connected state among the UEs supporting multicast MBS session reception in CM-CONNECTED with RRC Inactive state, as UE level MBS assistance information.
NOTE 1:	How the assistance information is formatted is FFS and requires RAN WG feedback.
The AF provides the UE level MBS assistance information as part of MBS subscription data as defined in clause 6.4.2.
The SMF provides the UE level MBS assistance information to the NG-RAN as part of the PDU Session information in N2 SM Info via the AMF.
The "RRC Inactive Assistance Information" defined in clause 5.3.3.2.5 of TS 23.501 [5], which is sent by the AMF to the NG-RAN, may be used by the NG-RAN together with the assistance information defined above for deciding whether to send a UE to RRC Inactive state for multicast MBS session reception.
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
