When multicast MBS session delivery to UEs in CM-CONNECTED with RRC Inactive state is supported in the network, the multicast MBS session activation and deactivation procedures are performed as specified in clause 7.2.5 with the following enhancements:
-	during MBS session (re-)activation, the group-based paging is executed also for UEs in RRC Inactive state by the NG-RAN.
-	when the multicast MBS session is activated, the UEs in RRC Inactive state should be able to remain in RRC Inactive state for receiving the multicast MBS session data.
7.2.X.Z.2	MBS session activation procedure
The multicast MBS session activation procedure is performed with the following enhancements compared to the procedure defined in clause 7.2.5.2:
-	In step 10a, the NG-RAN configures UE with RRC messages if needed, which may contain the configuration parameters for multicast MBS session reception by the UE in RRC Inactive state.
-	In step 12, upon receiving the RAN paging, the UE in RRC Inactive state may decide to remain in RRC Inactive state for receiving the multicast MBS session data, e.g. based on the configuration parameters received in step 10a.
-	In step 13, the NG-RAN may decide to move some UEs to RRC Inactive state for receiving the multicast MBS session data, based on e.g. the "assistance information for multicast MBS session delivery to UEs in RRC Inactive state" provided by the 5GC.
Editor's note:	How the group paging is performed in NG-RAN to UEs in RRC Inactive state for multicast MBS session activation and how NG-RAN notifies the UEs whether the MBS session is allowed to be received in RRC Inactive state will be decided by RAN WGs. The above procedure needs to be defined aligning with RAN WGs' decision.
