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Abstract: This contribution proposes some principles for conclusion on KI #2.
1.
Introduction
For multi-modality services appropriate QoS requirements should be provided to 5GS in order to keep the associated service flows transmitted in accordance. Such association can be identified by flow group ID and delay difference should be under its threshold, which can be monitored/handled to be allowable in 5GS. 
It is preferable that procedure for single UE can be used for multiple UEs scenario. i.e. single UE procedure is one example of procedures for multiple UEs.  
And for the appropriate policy/QoS enforcement the flow group ID and delay difference threshold should be provided to SMF. And it is assumed that the SMF is shared among the UEs belonging to the flow group ID, which can be solved by the solution #66 update( see S2-2210477) or it can be discussed in the normative phase.

Conclusions for Key Issue#2

The following aspects are concluded as principles for the normative work:

-
For multi-modality flows transmitted by multiple UEs, the AF manages the flows in the following ways:

-
The AF procedure is extended with QoS requirements for individual service flows and treatment requirements and policies according to the conclusions for Key Issue #1.

-
In case multiple UEs are involved, AF provides the information related to all UEs to NEF using a single procedure. 

-
the AF indicates that specific service data flows belong to the same multimodal service by associating them with a flow group ID. PCF uses the individual service data flow QoS requirements and policies for each UE belonging to the flow group ID in the same way as concluded for Key Issue #1.
-  It is assume that UEs share the SMF among PDU sessions associated with the flow group ID in order to enforce flow group policy and treatment. 
Note:
How to share the SMF among PDU sessions associated with the flow group ID is determined in the normative phase.
Editor's note:
Whether multiple PCFs may be involved in the procedures for multiple UEs and how the coordination across PCFs works in that case is determined in the normative phase.
