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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on Latency impact for NTN verified UE location(R2-2211044/ S2-2210193). 
SA2 has discussed the two questions and replied as follows:

Q1: Is there any constraint on the latency (from trigger to result) of the verification procedure?
SA2 answer: SA2 has no latency requirements for the verification procedure.
Q2: Can the verification procedure be run independently from the targeted services (e.g. in parallel to prevent any set-up delay)? If not, what is the estimate of set-up delay?
SA2 answer: Based on clause 5.4.11.4 of TS 23.501, AMF can initiate the location verification procedure after Mobility Management or Session Management procedure is complete. If the verification result shows that UE is registered to a PLMN that is not allowed to operate in the UE location, the AMF then can deregister the UE or reject any NAS request targeted towards the PLMN. In that sense, the location verification prodedure can run independently from Mobility Management or Session Management procedure. 
For the emergency service over IMS, if the E‑CSCF does not receive location information in the emergency service request, it may query the LRF for UE location information, so as to route the service request to the serving PSAP the UE is currently located. Hence, the location procedure is not independent from the emergency service session. The set-up delay for LRF to locate the UE is expected to be smaller than the set-up delay of emergency session establishment.
