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Abstract of the contribution: About support for PDU Set over non-3GPP access.
1. Discussion
In TR 23.700-60 clause 4.1 Architectural Assumptions states: 
NOTE 1: The study focuses on using NR technology. Specific enhancements to other access types are not required to be studied in this TR (although not prohibited).
We understand that XRM enhancements are also applied to a non-3GPP access such as trusted, untrusted and wireline, based on the assumption. However, it is a bit unclear how to address conclusions of KI#4 and KI#5 for non-3GPP access. For example, when a UE establish a PDU session for an XR application via a non-3GPP access, whether a PDU set can be enabled for the PDU session, if so, how PDU sets are handled by a gateway function such as N3IWF, TNGF and W-AGF. 

Given majority of XR traffic is expected to be communicated via non-3GPP access, with potentially higher bandwidth, lower latency and low cost, we propose to conclude that KI#4 and KI#5 are supported for a non-3GPP access, namely via N3IWF, TNGF and W-AGF. Normative work on the non-3GPP access could be discussed in a normative phase. 

Proposal 1: Clarify in a conclusion for KI#4 and KI#5 to include a support for PDU Set over non-3GPP (trusted, untrusted or wireline) access.  
Proposal 2: Discuss how to handle PDU Set over a non-3GPP access and communicate with external SDOs (e.g BBF, CableLabs) in normative phase.
2. Summary

Support for PDU Set when XR/media services are consumed over non-3GPP (trusted, untrusted or wireline) access needs to be specified. It is proposed to agree to the proposed text for inclusion in TR23.700-60.
3. Proposal

This paper proposes the following conclusion for KI#4 and KI#5 to TR 23.700-60.

NOTE 1:
Further PDU Set handling for Uplink will be studied and led by RAN WG. SA2 can align with RAN’s progress and decision for Uplink, if any.
NOTE 2: PDU set handling for a non-3GPP access may be pending on external SDOs such as BBF, CableLabs.
