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1. Discussion
1.1 Introducing validity conditions in the User controlled prioritized list of SNPNs

Similar to the usage of “User Controlled PLMN selector” for PLMN selection, and “User controlled prioritized list of preferred SNPNs” for SNPN selection, it is essential that the end user also has control over the SNPNs to use for accessing localized services.

As per the TR conclusions:
The information for localized service can be obtained by UE at the application layer from the home network or the localized service provider via means that are outside of 3GPP scope.

Furthermore, any related information regarding association of a particular localized service with the corresponding SNPNs that provide that service was concluded to not to be standardized.
But UE can still receive that information by over the top means (for e.g. from a third party Localized server) and User can thus, based on its preference, choose to prioritize particular SNPNs that provides Localized services.

Thus, it is proposed to include validity conditions for User controlled list for preferred SNPNs as well and prioritize them for SNPN selection for accessing localized services.



2. Conclusions
Following changes are suggested to be adopted to the 23.501 CR 3883.

Proposal 1: To include validity conditions in the User controlled prioritized list of SNPNs, for selection of SNPNs for localized services.
