Overall description
SA2 thanks SA3 for their LS in S2-2302203/ S3-230491 with information on user consent for AI/ML-based services. 

SA2 would like to provide the following answers to the SA3 questions.
Question 1: What are the expected use cases/services using AI/ML in Rel-18 that rely on exposing to an external AF any 5GS specific data that can be tied directly or by inference to a subscriber?

SA2 answer: SA2 is currently working on AIMLsys stage 2 normative based on the conclusions made in the study item phase. SA2 agreed on 5GC Information Exposure to an authorized 3rd party to support AI/ML-based services. The use cases/services include support for the three application AI/ML operations defined in TS 22.261, i.e. model sharing, model split and federated learning. 
More in detail, the following 5GS specific data tied to specific subscribers are considered (in TR 23.700-80): 

· To monitor the network resource utilization for support of Application AI/ML operations, the following information might be exposed to the AF by the 5GC (upon AF request) via NEF: QoS monitoring results of a UE or a group of UEs; the session inactivity time and UL/DL data rate for given UE(s); and various NWDAF analytics (UE Communication, Observed Service Experience, DN performance. 
· To support the transmission of AI/ML traffic, the AF may request the 5GC to provide QoS with individual QoS parameters, one or more Requested Alternative QoS Parameter Set(s) in a prioritized order. The PCF may also generate the list of ADT policies based on assistance information and feedback policies to the AF.
· To support federated learning, the 5GC may provide assistance information to AF for UE member selection. The NEF may provide the AF with a list of candidate UEs that can be selected by the AF. The NWDAF (via NEF if needed) may also provide analytics to AF upon request to assist federated learning. The analytics includes UE-related analytics, i.e. UE mobility analytics, and the newly specified UE latency performance analytics. 
SA3 Question 2: Will the use case/services described in Question 1 be specified in the normative work?
SA2 answer: Yes. SA2 is currently specifying 5GC Information Exposure to an authorized 3rd party of the information described in answers to Question 1.
