- Managing memebership of PIN
- 5G LAN type services for communication needs between different PEGCs and PEMCs that are part of a PIN
- Need for dynamic management of PIN membership and identification
- Need for dynamic management of policies and QoS authorization for the group members

It is proposed to use the External Group ID and Internal Group ID to identify a PIN.
