	Reason for change:
	Restricting the architecture so that PDU Sessions can not be shared by PINs that are served by the same PEGC would require that different DNN / S-NSSAI combinations be provisioned in the PEGC and network for each PIN. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Removed the following editor’s note:
Editor's note:	One PIN served by more than one PDU sessions in PEGC is FFS.
Also updated the text to say that the PEGC shall have at least one PDU Session associated with each PIN and that one PDU session may serve more than one PIN.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Different DNN / S-NSSAI combinations would need to be provisioned in the PEGC and network for each PIN.

When a PDU Session associated with a PIN is established by UE with PEGC, an SMF is selected according to clause 4.3.2.2.3 of TS 23.502 [3]. The UE with PEGC may use IP address allocation methods as specified in clause 5.8.2.2 (e.g. IPv6 Prefix Delegation feature).
One PEGC may serve more than one PIN.s and in this case tThe PEGC shall have at least one PDU Session for eachassociated with each PIN if the PIN’s traffic is needs to be routed via the PEGC/5GC. One PIN may be served by more than one PDU sessions in the PEGC. One PDU session may serve more than one PIN.
