	Connection resume in RRC Inactive procedure has been added to the mobility procedures for MBS. For local multicast service, connection resume procedure need further enhancements.

7.2.4.3.x	Connection Resume procedure with local MBS session
The Connection Resume procedure for the UE is performed as defined in clause 7.2.3.7 with the following additions:
-	the target RAN, source RAN, SMF and AMF behave as specified in clause 7.2.4.3.3 with the following differences:
-	the source RAN, if supporting MBS, provides MBS Session ID and MBS service area to the target RAN during the UE Context Retrieval procedure;
-	if the target NG-RAN supports MBS and the UE is in the MBS service area, the SMF provides the MBS session information to the target RAN, by updating the PDU session with the N2 SM information after the Path Switch procedure;
-	if the UE is out of the MBS service area and the target NG-RAN does not support MBS, the SMF deletes the associated QoS flow (if any) from NG-RAN node and the UPF after the Path Switch procedure.
