	The URSP rule with PIN ID is used when routing PINE’s traffic to/from 5GS is needed. The PEGC also has management functionalities that needs to interact with PEMC or AF. Both need PDU Session for data transferring.

If two PDU Sessions used, it is kind of resource waste, considering that same RSD can be used by different URSP rules, it is proposed that one PDU Session can be used for both purpose.

An example configuration for the two URSP rules can be as following:
URSP rule#1: TD=PIN ID#1, RSD#1;
URSP rule#2: TD=PEGC APP or IP descriptors, RSD#1

For a UE acting as a PEGC registered in the 5GS, the 5GS supports the provisioning of URSP rules that include a PIN ID as Traffic Descriptor. URSP rules with a PIN ID in the Traffic Descriptor are sent to the UE based on the information provided from an AF for PIN as specified in TS 23.502 [3] and TS 23.503 [45] for policy delivery.
For each URSP rule that includes a PIN ID as Traffic Descriptor, the 5GS may also provision an associated URSP rule without PIN ID that both URSP rules use the same RSD to enable PIN management among PEGCs, PEMCs, and AF as well as routing traffic for PINEs over same PDU Session. The provisioning of the associated URSP rule may be based on the information provided from the AF, e.g., using the procedure described in clause 4.15.6.3b of TS 23.502 [3].
