1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _Hlk46758011]As part of AIMLsys WI handling KI #7 (TR 23.700-80 cl 5.7), the 5GS Assistance to Federated Learning Operation, SA2 has agreed to a new End to end data volume transfer time analytics as shown in subclause 6.18 of TS 23.288 V18.1.0 pertaining to a UE or list of UEs of interest.

For the analytics input, as indicated in TS 23.288 Table 6.18.2-1, SA2 is considering using the following OAM information as part of the required input:

-	RAN part uplink and downlink delay as specified in TS 28.554, subclauses 6.3.1.2.1 and 6.3.1.7.1
-	Average UL/DL packet delay between PSA_UPF and UE as specified in TS 28.552, subclauses 5.4.9.1.1 and 5.4.9.2.1.

It appears that the above information is not provided by OAM per specific UE but rather as an average of the collected information across all the UEs in the sub-network of interest in the case of the RAN part delay and or per S-NSSAI in the case of PSA_UPF to UE delay. 

If no other KPIs with finer granularity are available, the current specified granularities of the above parameters given by OAM are being considered to be used as input of the E2E data volume transfer time analytics to support the federated learning. However, in order to support the AIML operation in a more efficient and accurate manner, SA2 is interested in a per UE granularity information for the UE RAN delay and for the Average UL/DL packet delay between PSA_UPF and UE.

ACTION:
a)	SA2 kindly asks SA5 to evaluate and inform SA2 about the possibility of further evolving the RAN part uplink and downlink delay and information related to the average uplink/downlink packet delay between PSA_UPF and UE to pertain to specific UE of interest, possibly via MDT or other means available to SA5.
b)	If the answer to a) is no, SA2 kindly asks SA5 to comment whether other available or to-be-developed KPIs should be used to provide the per specific UE RAN delay and the per specific UE to PSA_UPF UL/DL delay values.
