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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution discusses several issues for the Multi-member AF session with required QoS for a list of UEs procedure.

How to activate the Consolidated-MBR

There is no need to define other Consolidated-MBR monitoring mechanism, if AF includes the consolidated-MBR threshold and the corresponding QoS monitoring parameters in the request message, NEF will activate the consolidated-MBR monitoring procedure. 

Proposed 1: If AF includes the consolidated-MBR threshold and the corresponding QoS monitoring parameters in the request message, NEF will activate the consolidated-MBR monitoring procedure. 

1.2 
How to manage the UE list for the Consolidated-MBR threshold
There is a NOTE 3 described how to apply the Consolidated-MBR threshold, it is proposed that the AF may provide a specific list of UE address which is not the same as the list of UE address requested for QoS monitoring to apply consolidated MBR threshold.

It is not clear why the Consolidated-MBR applied list of UEs are different to the list of UEs that AF sends QoS request and QoS monitoring. The consolidated-MBR is applied to the UEs that selected for application layer FL operation. AF sends the QoS request to the list of UEs that selected for FL member, if consolidated-MBR is applied, the AF can also include the Consolidated-MBR threshold and the corresponding QoS monitoring parameters. If AF further updates FL member, UE will update the list of UEs via Nnef_MultiMemberAFSessionWithQoS_ Update message to NEF, NEF will apply the Consolidated-MBR to the latest list of UEs that received from AF.

NOTE 3:
When the Consolidated-MBR threshold is provided, it applies to the list of UE addresses by default. However, if the list of UE addresses subjected for Consolidated-MBR monitoring is also provided together with the Consolidate-MBR threshold, then such list has to be the subset of the list of UE addresses.

Proposal 2: The Consolidated-MBR is applied to the list of UE that AF sends QoS request and QoS monitoring. If the list of UEs is further updated by AF, NEF will apply the Consolidated-MBR to the latest list of UEs.
1.3 
How to identify UE in the NEF

There were several descriptions in clause 4.15.6.13 that AF sends subscribe for a list of UEs identified by UE IP address. According to the description in clause 4.15.3.2.13 in TS 23.502, AF may request the parameter provisioning (as defined in clause 4.15.6) targeting an individual UE, identifying the target UE by providing UE address information, the NEF retrieves the UE Identifier as described in clause 4.15.10 in TS 23.502. The AF can use UE addressing information to identify the UE in a subscription request, but once received, the UE addressing information is translated into a GPSI and then the 5GC considers the subscription is associated with the GPSI and not with the UE address any more.
Proposal 3: it is proposed to remove NEF identify UE by using UE IP address.

1.4
Parameters in Nnef_MultiMemberAFSessionWithQoS_ Update message

The Nnef_MultiMemberAFSessionWithQoS_Update message maybe used to update the list of UEs in NEF. It is proposed to define two parameters, one is the list of UE addresses for the new added UE and the other is the list of UE Identities that request to remove.
NEF associates the Nnef_MultiMemberAFSessionWithQoS_Update message to the AF session by using the Transaction Reference ID, the other parameters that defined as Required Inputs in clause 5.2.6.31.5 were moved as optional Inputs.
Proposal 4: It is proposed to define two parameters regarding list of UEs. It is proposed to move other parameters except Transaction Reference ID as optional Inputs.

It is proposed to agree the above proposals and approve the CR S2-2305058.
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
