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Abstract: This contribution aims to trigger discussion related to potential 5MBS related leftovers that could become part of a Rel-19 study.

1. Introduction
[bookmark: S2-2107550]A couple of 5MBS topics were proposed for Rel-18 (compare e.g. with S2-2107550) but not included in the agreed study due to SA2 capacity constraints and/or because the topics were only discovered when the Rel-18 5MBS_Ph2 was already nearing completion:
1. Support the UEs reception of MBS session data in roaming scenario;
2. Resource sharing across multicast MBS Sessions during network sharing
3. Support MBS session in deployment topologies with specific SMF Service Areas.
This contribution aims to trigger a discussion if any of those should be addressed in Rel-19. Nokia´s initial view is that the topics are listed in the order of declining importance above.
2. Discussion

Topic 1: roaming
For topic 1, there are unresolved stage 1 requirements:

In case of roaming a user should also be able to subscribe and join Multicast Services that are provided in the home network and visited network, as allowed by the user's home environment.
TS 22.246
[bookmark: _Toc248943139]5.1	Common requirements to broadcast and multicast
The following list describes requirements on an application level:
Service classes
In case of roaming a user shall be able to enjoy services as follows:
·  A user shall be able to activate services that are provided locally in the visited network, as allowed by the user’s home environment (e.g. local tourist information).
· A user subscribed to a service class in the HPLMN shall be able to enjoy equivalent services in the same service class as provided by a visited PLMN without explicit subscription in the VPLMN (e.g. weather forecast).
A user subscribed to a service class in the HPLMN shall be able to have access to home contents provided via a visited PLMN without explicit subscription in the VPLMN (e.g. enjoy subscribed service while roaming)
It was also found during the discussions of how to use 5MBS for V2X that the lacking support of roaming for 5MBS is a severe limitation for related use cases, as a car in a foreign country should still be able to benefit from V2X services.

Topic 2: Resource sharing across multicast MBS Sessions during network sharing
This topic was discovered in SA2 too late for the Rel-18 study.
Similar optimizations as for the Rel-18 Resource sharing across broadcast MBS Sessions during network sharing could be expected.

Topic 3: Support MBS session in deployment topologies with specific SMF Service Areas
Operator feedback on the importance of this topic is solicited.
