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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks RAN2 for informing us about the usage of UE-ID based PEI with emergency PDU session.

SA2 has reconsidered the use of PEIPS (as named in TS 23.501) when an emergency PDU session is active. There needs to be consistency between the disabling or not of PEIPS for both UE-ID based PEI and AMF assisted PEI. Since the potential delay added by the use of UE-ID based PEI is acceptable, SA2 agreed that the potential delay added by AMF assisted PEI is acceptable as well. 

SA2 would like to inform RAN2, RAN3 and CT1 that it has agreed to attached CR removing text for disabling PEIPS in case of emergency PDU session being active.
