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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _Hlk46758011]SA2 in eNA phase 3 Rel-18 has proposed interactions between NWDAF and MDAF to enable NWDAF to take advantage of MDA results. To accomplish this there is a need to: 
1) discover the appropriate MDAF with the required MDA type capability that would provide the desired MDA result, within the requested time schedule. 
2) issue a request or subscription by the NWDAF to the discovered MDAF and receive MDA result via MDA MnS.

SA2 would like to ask SA5: 
1) if the OAM MnS producer discovery mechanisms described in clause 5 of TS 28.537 are sufficient to allow a 5G core NFNWDAF to discover the potential MDAFs considering other capabilities than MDA type capability, of potential MDAFs for obtaining MDA results. 
2) if MnS discovery service described in clause 5 of TS 28.537 or clause 4.7 TS 28.533 can be used to allow NWDAF to obtain additional information from potential MDAFs related to the parameters of a subscription or request received by a NWDAF consumer, e.g., parameters related to the geographical area of interest and the desired time schedule.if the subscribe and notify or the request and respond paradigms be compatible with the NRM based mechanisms for retrieving MDA result from the OAM?
