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1. Overall Description:
SA2 is currently discussing the MBSR (i.e., mobile IAB-node) authorization state changed from authorized to non-authorized (e.g., due to subscription data update for the MBSR). The AMF notifies the IAB-node authentication status via the N2 message (e.g., Initial Context Setup request or UE context Modification request) from AMF. SA2 noticed that when IAB-node integrates into the network after IAB-node is authenticated by CN, donor-gNB communicates with IAB-MT via RRC messages to setup the backhaul, F1-C connection (i.e., as specified in TS 38.401 clause 8.12).

However, when an IAB-node is released (e.g., when IAB-node is no longer authorized as indicated by AMF), the description of TS 38.401 clause 8.9.10, it’s not clear how donor-gNB will communicate with IAB-node (both IAB-MT/UE part and IAB-DU part), especially for the case when that IAB-MT/UE remains registered in the network while the IAB-DU part is released.
