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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to the UE that can act as target UE for Ranging/SL Positioning need not a subscription in UE’s subscription information. But the necessary capability and privacy protection information is needed to support Ranging/SL Positioning in terms of capability and subscription.

Discussion
If Ranging/SL Positioning procedure can be performed between target UE and SL Reference UE, the preconditions are needed:
(1) But target UE and SL Reference UE supports the Ranging/SL positioning capability. 

(2) Target UE and SL Reference UE can discover each other via V2X or ProSe based discovery method. 

(3) Direct link between target UE and SL Reference UE can be established for transmission of SL positioning measurement data. 

(4) The privacy protection policy according to the subscription has specified the Ranging/SL Positioning can be done between target UE and SL Reference UE. 
If the SL Positioning Client would like to get the Ranging service information between target UE and SL Reference UE, it should trigger SL Positioning procedure. Then the SL Positioning procedure should go through privacy check of Ranging/SL Positioning, Ranging/SL positioning capability, V2X/ProSe based PC5 interface UE discovery, layer-2 direct link establishment, Ranging/SL Positioning measurement data collection and distance/direction calculation. Then the relative location information between target UE and SL Reference UE can be captured can responded to SL Positioning Client. 
So the subscription information for a UE that can act as target UE for Ranging/SL positioning is not needed. Instead, some atomic capabilities and subscription information above-mentioned for the target UE is mandatory to ensure the success of Ranging/SL positioning. 
Therefore, the subscription of for UE acting as Target UE should be removed from the specification.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to TS 23.586 v0.3.0:

Subscription to Ranging/SL Positioning

The subscription information in the UDM contains information to give the user permission to use 5G Ranging/SL Positioning.

At any time, the operator can amend or remove the UE subscription rights from subscription information in the UDM, or to revoke the user's permission to use Ranging/SL Positioning.

The following subscription information is defined for Ranging/SL Positioning:

subscription for UE acting as SL Reference UE.
-
subscription for UE acting as Located UE.
-
subscription for UE acting as Assistant UE.

the list of the PLMNs where the UE is authorised for Ranging/SL positioning service with Direct Discovery Model B, i.e. to perform Discoverer operation or Discoveree operation or both.
