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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank RAN2 regarding the LS on authorization for multi-path Scenario 2. 

SA2 discussed the following question asked by RAN2.

	RAN2 would like to check with SA2 whether multi-path transmission authorization and subscription function is required in Scenario 2 in the following cases:
· multi-path transmission authorization function for a UE acting as the remote UE in scenario 2
· multi-path transmission subscription function for a UE acting as the remote UE in scenario 2
· authorization function for a UE acting as the relay UE in scenario 2
· subscription function for a UE acting as the relay UE in scenario 2



Based on the WID on NR_SL_relay_enh and RAN2 agreements related to Scenario 2, SA2's understanding is that in Scenario 2, non-3GPP link (but not PC5 link) is used between a relay UE and a remote UE. SA2 has neither studied nor investigated this Scenario.

Therefore, SA2 would like to provide the following answer to the question from RAN2:

■ Multi-path transmission authorization and subscription function for Scenario 2 in all cases is out of SA2 scope.
