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1. Overall description
SA2 thanks CT3 for its LS on providing a signaling optimization to provide a list of UE(s) as the target to Northbound API. 
Currently, there are several services support a list of UE(s) as input as long as it is authorized to do so. These services include the TSN service Nnef_TimeSynchronization_CapsSubscribe, Nnef_MultiMemberAFSessionWithQoS_Create service with a list of UE addresses (i.e. IP addresses) as input,  and Nnef_TrafficInfluence_Create with one or more GPSIs as input.
So SA2 believes that optimization could be applied to most services, benefiting  AF by reducing its interaction with NEF. And the optimization effects the Northbound interfaces of NEF, but have no impact on the NF after NEF, so SA2 believes that there is no need to update the SA2 specifications.
