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1 Overall description
SA2 thanks to CT3 for the LS. SA2 discussed the questions and reaches the following consensus:
Question 1:	Please clarify whether the PCF may determine to request QoS monitoring to get the report(s) for the packet delay based on the request received from the AF or based on local policy/configuration at the PCF (e.g., on the satellite backhaul category reported from the SMF)?
A: SA2 concluded that both options are possible, e.g., the PCF may determine to request QoS monitoring based on AF request or local policy like satellite backhaul category from SMF.

Question 2:	If the PCF triggers packet delay reporting for dynamic satellite backhaul categories based on local policy/configuration, does the report influence any policy decisions at the PCF?
A: SA2 thinks that, based on the QoS monitoring report, the PCF may determine to release the QoS flow if QoS requirements can not be promised, or negotiate with the AF and then update the PCC rules accordingly.
