The Equivalent SNPN list is allocated by a serving SNPN to which the UE is registered and each SNPN identity included in the Equivalent SNPN list is considered as equivalent as the currently serving SNPN from the UE point of view. 
1.1 The Assumptions on the Equivalent SNPN list
Before discussion the usage of the equivalent SNPN list for Localized Services, it needs to discuss how the Equivalent SNPN list is generated by the serving SNPN. The below question needs to be clarified first before proposing any solution (i.e. Alt. 1 and Alt. 2) as way forward:
-	Whether each SNPN included in the Equivalent SNPN list offers same services including non-localized services and localized services as the serving SNPN?
Based on the above: two assumptions can be considered for the Equivalent SNPN list:
- 	Assumption (a): Each SNPN included in the Equivalent SNPN list provides the non-localized services and the localized services which are offered in the serving SNPN. 
-	Assumption (b): Each SNPN included in the Equivalent SNPN list provides the non-localized services and optionally the localized services which are offered in the serving SNPN.
[bookmark: _Hlk141976589][bookmark: _Toc114113196]1.2	The usage of Equivalent SNPN by UE
Based on the above, to solve the below EN, two alternatives below are proposed:
Editor’s note:	Whether the Equivalent SNPN(s) has same validity information as the SNPN that providing access for Localized Services the UE was last registered is for FFS
· Alt. 1: UE considers an Equivalent SNPN is same as currently serving SNPN, i.e. the Equivalent SNPN has same validity information as the serving SNPN.
· Alt. 2: UE does not indicate the support of the Equivalent SNPN feature during registration procedure when accessing an SNPN for Localized Services. 
For Assumption (a), Alt. 1 is more suitable than Alt. 2 since UE can get continuous services (i.e. non-localized services and localized services when moving to another SNPN. For Assumption (b), Alt 1 can allow the UE at least to get non-localized services when moving to another SNPN. However, Alt. 2 will require the UE to interrupt all the services and re-select an SNPN.

It proposes to firstly discuss which of the above assumption is taken, then discuss which of the below alternatives is decided as way forward (S2-2308636 or S2-2308637)
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
