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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA6 for the LS on MBS service area update clarification. SA2 has discussed the LS and gives the following feedback.

In the 5G MBS, each SMF/MB-SMF may serve a particular service area identified by a list of cells or TAs. In the MBS session Creation specified in the TS 23.247 clause 7.1.1.2/3, the MB-SMF discovery approach (via NRF or local configuration) needs to guarantee the selected MB-SMF cover all areas in the request.

When the MB-SMF receives the MBS session update with the changed area, it may find some or all area are out of its service area. The MB-SMF may responds a cause value to reflect this.

For the SA6 Questions:
Q1. SA6 would like to ask SA2 whether the AF/NEF will interact with the NRF to re-select the capable MB-SMF during the MBS session update with requested MBS service area?
SA2 Answer: MB-SMF reselection for an ongoing MBS session is not supported. 
Q2. SA6 would like to ask CT3 and CT4 to clarify the scenario(s) when the error “UNKNOWN_MBS_SERVICE_AREA 404 Not Found The requested MBS service area (e.g. identified by the Area Session ID) cannot be found.” in 3GPP TS 29.522 can occur? Is the MBS service area not found in MB-SMF, NRF or NEF? Can it occur during MBS session update?  

Q3. SA6 would like to ask SA2 to confirm whether the scenarios described above from SA6, CT4 and CT3 can occur during MBS session update. If yes, what are the mechanism(s) defined by SA2 to be employed to overcome an MBS session update failure? 
SA2 Answer: If the AF/NEF receives the MBS session update response indicating the reject cause value and/or un-supported service area, the AF/NEF may select a new MB-SMF, e.g. via NRF to create the MBS session for the un-supported service area.
S2 has agreed the attached CRs to address the concern in the LS.
