3	Justification
In addition to Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) for MMTEL voice/video calls and MPS for DTS, Rel-19 TS 22.153 has been updated to support authorized MPS Service Users with priority for messaging services in periods of network congestion during which normal commercial messaging services are degraded.EU regulations requires that Emergency should be accessible regardless of the service used (voice, SMS, video, …), which requires 3GPP network including EPS, 5GS and IMS to enable access to emergency services through IMS SMS.
To fulfil this requirement, via WID SMS2EC, 3GPP SA1 has specified in Rel-18 the service requirements in clause 10.11 of TS 22.101. However there was no time to study and specify stage-2 and stage-3 impacts during Rel-18 time frame, so it is necessary to continue and complete the stage 2 and stage 3 follow-up work in Rel-19.
In addition to Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) for MMTEL voice/video calls and MPS for DTS, Rel-19 TS 22.153 has been updated to support authorized MPS Service Users with priority for messaging services in periods of network congestion during which normal commercial messaging services are degraded.
It is therefore proposed to study and specify how to fulfil the requirements mentioned above in Rel-19.
4	Objective
The objective is to study the enhancement to the EPS, 5GS and IMS network architecture, interfaces and procedures to support enhanced IMS SMS services including access to emergency services through IMS SMS and MPS priority for IMS Messaging and SMS.
The study will investigate the following aspects:
· WT-1: Study how to support emergency SMS on
· whether IMS emergency registration is used;
· how an emergency SMS and response are routed, including in roaming case, with or without USIM/ISIM;
· how the emergency service is identified in the IMS signalling.
· WT-21: Study how to support MPS priority for IMS Messaging and SMS service via 5GS and EPS on
· Invocation and revocation of the MPS for messaging service; 
· Authorization to use the MPS for messaging service; 
· Invocation signaling priority treatment; 
· End-to-end priority treatment (IMS Messaging only) or priority treatment to/from the Message Service Center. 
Note 1: IMS Messaging is specified in TS 23.228.
Note 2: SMS includes SMS over NAS and SMS over IP.
