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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS (C1-236503).  

SA2 has concluded that a PIN is managed at the PIN application layer, and the allocation of PIN ID is out of the scope of SA2. In 5GS, a PIN ID is assumed to be unique in a PLMN and only used in the traffic descriptor of URSP rules. 

SA2 suggests CT1 to consider the following principles in defining the format of PIN ID:
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1]The PIN ID is only contained as a component of traffic descriptor (e.g., a string, with variable size and variable value) in the URSP rule. 
· To ensure uniqueness of the PIN ID, the following is assumed: (a) If the PIN ID is assigned by an AF, the PCF or AF is assumed to include the AF ID in the PIN ID; (b) if the PIN ID is assigned by the network, the network is assumed to include a reserved unique value for each PIN ID..
· There is no need to specify the format of PIN ID for other protocols.
