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1. Overall Description:
In rel-18 specification TS 23.316 has defined new functionalities for 5G-RG and FN-RG. SA2 would like to point out some functionalities for which SA2 assumed that BBF and Cable labs will endorse the functionalities and, if needed, specifies the part under their responsibility. 

Item 1) Support 5G NSWO for 3GPP UE accessing via 5G-RG
. The 5G NSWO, as defined below, is similar to the NSWO defined in 4G.

5G NSWO: The 5G NSWO is the capability provided by 5G system and by UE to enable the connection to a WLAN access network using 5GS credentials without registration to 5GS.

In order to support 5G NSWO the 5G-RG shall support the SWa' interface toward the NSWOF, but the support in 5G-RG is in the scope of BBF and/or Cable Labs specifications. From 3GPP point of view the impact in normative is to describe the architecture, and the support in 5G-RG and W-AGF, as defined in TS 23.316 clause.


Item 2) Support of AUN3 devices
 We define the support for device that does not support NAS signalling, which is connected to 5GC via a RG and can be authenticated by 5GC over the RG. The specification is defined in TS 23.316 clauses 4.7.11 and 4.10c where we assumed that 5G-RG and W-AGF functionalities are extended as defined. 

Item 3) Support of NAUN3 devices

We define the support for  device that does not support NAS signaling which is connected to 5GC via a RG and for which authentication with 5GC is not supported. The specification is defined in TS 23.316 clause 4.10b where we assumed that 5G-RG and W-AGF functionalities are extended as defined

Item 4) Support of MBR traffic limitation for AUN3 device
