[bookmark: _Hlk109550148]SA2 would like to thanks CT4 for their LS on Clarification related to Network Slicing enhancement. SA2 discussed the questions and provides the answers as follows:
Question 1: Does the above requirement apply only to Home Routed roaming use case? Or also to LBO roaming use case?
SA2 Answer: The AMF subscribes with the NSSF of the VPLMN during the UE registration procedure and the UE may not have any PDU Session established.

Question 2: In the above requirement, HPLMN S-NSSAI replaced with HPLMN Alternative S-NSSAI is applicable only in case of Home routed roaming use case? Or also to LBO roaming use case?
SA2 Answer: See answer above.

Question 3: In the above requirement, why would AMF replace HPLMN Alternative S-NSSAI in case of LBO roaming? (for example, why would congestion or unavailability of a slice in HPLMN impact an equivalent slice being used in VPLMN by an LBO roaming UE?)
SA2 Answer: Based on the network slice availability notification of the HPLMN S-NSSAI from NSSF in the HPLMN via NSSF in VPLMN, the AMF determines whether the HPLMN S-NSSAI needs to be replaced. When the AMF receives LBO roaming PDU Session establishment request, the AMF provides the Alternative HPLMN S-NSSAI to the SMF so the SMF can use the Alternative HPLMN S-NSSAI for UE subscription retrieval from UDM, Secondary authentication/authorization, or Network Slice Admission Control, or Charging aspect, etc.
